Renewals

Any item from the Rochelle Park Free Public Library or a BCCLS library will automatically renew 3 days before its due date, as long as it has renewals and the patron is in good standing. It is the patron’s responsibility to make sure their items are renewed. Items might not be renewed for the following reasons:
· The item has reached its renewal limit
· The item is on hold for another patron
· The patron owes $10 or more in fines
· The patron’s card is expired
